TBSSA 2008-2009 RULES AND REGULATIONS
GENERAL
1. Anyone is eligible to organize a team, subject to the following rules

2. There shall be a maximum number of 14 team

3. The entry fee per Team is $600.00 payable by the First Race of the current ski season..

4. Entry fee for is 200.00 per member or $100 for students.  The teams can have a maximum of  20 team members (collected by the Captains)per team.  Full  payment and signed waivers are due before a members first race.  (NO PAY – NO BIB).  
5. Full payment guarantees the member a timed run in every race of the season, on their team, as a spare or as a Ski Haus entry.  The bibs of fully paid members will be given to Team Captains as Team Captains arrive. 
6.   It is the responsibility of each Team Captain to inform their members of all payment and racing rules.

7. Each team shall designate a captain who will be responsible for carrying out the operation of the team.

8. All Racers are required to wear a giant slalom ski helmet

TEAM COMPOSTION
1. Compositions is subject to Coordinator and Captains approval

2. Each team member must be 18 years of age or older prior t January 1st of the current ski season
3. Each team member shall qualify their handicap by averaging their races from the previous season within the following guidelines.

a)
6 or more races shall be averaged by removing the slowest and fastest handicap.  The race season does not include the handicap race or the final race

b.
5 or less races will all be averaged

c.)
the races must be within a ten (10) point range

d)
to receive a protected status, a racer must have 4 handicaps

e)
a racer with under four (4) handicaps will receive an unprotected handicap

f.)
failing 4 or 5, a racer shall obtain a handicap at the first race of the current season, referred to as the handicap race, to establish an unprotected handicap

4. During the racing season, any handicap (protected or unprotected) is subject to reclassification by the Executive Committee when notified by the Coordinator

a.

Unprotected racers will have 2 finishes before being moved up one category if finishing one category above their handicap
b.
Unprotected racers finishing 2 categories above their handicap category will automatically move up to that category for the next race and for the remainder of season, as an unprotected racer subject to rule 4A.

5.
A competitor with no handicap shall be treated as a platinum handicapped competitor

6.
A team shall consist of no more than twelve (12) members 

7.
All twelve (12) members shall be scored for points

8.
Each team shall consist of

a) a maximum of 3 racers in the Platinum category

b) a maximum of 3 racers in the gold category

c) a maximum of 3 racers in the silver category

d) a maximum of 3 racers in the bronze category

A racer can race above their handicapped category

9.
A list of eight (8) named and handicapped spares per team, will be allowed to be substituted during the race season

COMPETITIONS
1. Team lists for each race must be submitted to the Coordinator no less than 48 hours prior to the designated start time of each race, failure to comply will result in disqualification of the entire team for that race

2. All spares must be submitted by phone to the Coordinator no less than 48 hours prior to the designated start time of each race failure to comply will result in disqualification for each spare racer to ski on their registered team.  Each spare racer will be allowed to race on any team other than the team they registered with  provided there is space available

3. Once a team list has been submitted to the Coordinator, all racers not scheduled to race are available as spares to all other teams.  Once a racer has committed to another team, they cannot be recalled by their own team

4. If a spare racer has been contacted by a Captain and will not ski for that team the racer will be disqualified from that race

5. For the first race only, the running order shall be determined by a draw.  For all remaining races the start order shall be based upon the inverted finish order of the previous race

6. Substitutions must be made from the approved spare list, and are subject to the Coordinator’s approval prior to the start of the race.  Any unauthorized or illegal substitution will result in disqualification of that team’s points for that race, individual points will be awarded.  A second offense will result in the team and racers losing their points for that race.

**Once the race crew has left the clubhouse for the race course, there will be no further substitutions

7. Team Captains will be advised of the start time on the first competitor for each race.  Start time will be announced five (5) minutes after the course setter has completed setting the course.  All racers must be at the start gate and ready to race when their number is called, or they are subject to immediate disqualification racers will be allowed to run the race course once they have missed their start call, but their times and points will not count all racers must wear their race bibs which must be visible or they will be subject to immediate disqualification

8. Unsportsmanlike conduct or abuse of the race officials will result in automatic disqualification of a racer for that race.  A second occurrence during the same season will result in ejection from the series

9. Any racer found harassing the Coordinator during the event will receive a warning through their Team Captain.  The second offense will result in disqualification from that race

10. If available, three (3) forerunners shall commence the race

11. All racers  must cross the finish line on two skis

12. The race course shall be set by a qualified course setter at all hills.  The technical delegate will approve the course.  The final race of the series shall be a “team” dual format
13. There shall be one run per race for each team member for night races.  There shall be two runs per race for each team member for day races.  No running or shadowing the course before, during, or after the race or the team member will be subject to immediate disqualification if reported by a designated official

14. The official timer will record the exact time that the last racer crosses the finish line, to commence the fifteen minutes allowed for protests

15. If an improper team list is submitted and raced, 150 points will deducted for that race for each extra male racer/short female racer on the list ( is this rule still necessary?)
GATEKEEPING

1. The Coordinator shall appoint one or two teams for each race who shall work in conjunction with the race crew to gate keep for that race.  Teams will receive one or two start lists which may not show all substitutions.  The start lists must be passed form member to member in gate keeping positions.  As assigned by captains one of the gate keeping teams will receive a radio.  The radio is to stay with one start list to listen for Bib numbers all gatekeeper lists are to be returned to the coordinator in the timing shack.  At the end of the race the gatekeeper with the radio must g into the shack to verbally report any DQ’s or infractions shown on the “radio” gate keeping list the coordinator will DQ the correct name that corresponds to the bib number

2. Disqualifications will be accepted only from the designated gatekeepers and course officials

3. Gatekeepers and course officials with disqualifications will inform the Coordinator within 10 minutes after the race.  Once disqualifications are posted, captains will have a time limit of 10 minutes to determine if any of their racers have been disqualified

PROTESTS

1. Any protest must be submitted in writing (or verbally) to the Coordinator along with a $5.00 deposit, within fifteen (15) minutes of the completion of the race
2. Eligible substitutions can be protested up to 15 minutes prior to the start of the following race.  All protests must go the Coordinator
3. The Coordinator shall then notify the present who will appoint a jury.  The captains of the protested and protesting teams will be notified of the time and location of the jury meeting

4. The jury will hear both sides of the protest, and any witnesses they deem necessary and then render a verdict

5. If the protest is upheld, the deposit will be returned

6. All protests must be submitted through the Team Captain

7. Jury decisions are final

THE JURY

1. the jury shall be composed of three(3) Captains appointed by the President

2. In the event that a protest involves the team of a jury member another captain shall be appointed for that protest

SCORING

1. The time for each racer shall be recorded to determine point standings

2. The team scoring the highest aggregate points for the race series shall be declared the winners of the series

3. Iif a racer is disqualified no points are awarded

4. In the event of  a tie for any position equal pints shall be awarded to each racer by dividing the aggregate points among the number of racers tied

5. For each race of the series including the dual slalom, racers shall be awarded points based upon the order of finish in each category

PRESENTATION

1. Team plaques shall be awarded to the winning team after each series race, after the protest period has expired and the results have been tabulated

2. Individual awards will be presented to the winning team of the aggregate championship, and to the first and second runners up at the annual banquet

RULES AND RULE CHANGES

The forgoing rules, and all future rules shall be established and voted on by the Executive Committee

Two per category or a total of 8 racers

When you are giving up racer to another team there  must be  trade involved 

· Discussion was held regarding team trades, as it seems there is some confusion as to the 8 “RESERVED” members.  The 8 ‘RESERVED” team members should consist of 2 per category as a benefit to you team to score the highest points throughout the season.  It remains the Captains discretion if he wants to pick 2 per category or some other format for the “RESERVED” skiers.

· Motion was put forward to add to the rules that the ‘RESERVED” skiers must be picked from your last season roster going forward into the next season, before you approach skiers from other teams rosters that are not “RESERVED”.  All agreed to amend the Rules and Regulations to add this stipulation for future years.

· It was agreed that since John Dcar was not originally on Cuttle Lake Resort team that Cuttle Lake must supply a skier back to Auto One from their   

· “RESERVED” list.  The player must be mutually agreed upon between the two Captains.(Someone correct me if I wrong here)

· A trade can only be done before the races between Captains.  

· Draft of new skiers and remaining skiers to be done after the handicap. This item is still under discussion with Captains at the best time to have this happen. Spoke with Blair and suggested that the last place team gets to pick first from the draft as it was last year.
